Panther Pride Band members make a signifi-
cant contribution to North High.  From the 
exciting enthusiasm at football games to the 
spirit exhibited at competitive events, they 
represent the school well on and off campus.  
The band is an award-winning organization 
under the direction of Mr. Rob Babel and  
Mr. Patrick Stewart.  Percussion instructor is 
Mr. Ryan Treasure and Guard instructor is  
Mr. John Miller. 
 
Parent Participation:  
 
If your student is in band, YOU are a band 
booster.  There are no dues but there are 
meetings.  The booster meetings are held the 
second Tuesday of every month at 7PM in the 
band room.  Attending the meetings is the 
BEST method of staying up-to-date on all 
band activities.  Make sure you give us your 
email and to check out the band website at 
fznband.org to view the calendar, read recent 
updates, find competition details , and so 
much more. 
 
Time Commitment:  
 
You can spend as much time as you like and 
you are encouraged to get involved.  Both you 
and your student will be glad you did.  The 
season starts off with musical rehearsals and 
two weeks of band camp.  A parent preview 
and pot luck dinner is scheduled for August 
9th.  You will get a chance to see the show 
that will be performed at home football 
games and competitions.  There are 4-5 com-
petitive events during September and Octo-
ber.  Competitions are held on Saturdays!! 

Competitions - What they are and 
what you need to know about them:  
 
Marching band season consists of a series of 
competitions, usually local but sometimes 
out of town.  The band will congregate at 
school for practice, the boosters feed break-
fast/lunch either at school or at the venue, 
then they perform the show.  Sometimes 
there are finals, so it can be a long day.  All 
parents are welcome to attend.  There is a 
small entrance fee for the competitions.  
Adult help is needed to serve meals, snacks, 
help with uniforms and equipment, and 
moral support 
 
What does band cost? 
 
There is a $75.00 fee due at band camp and a 
family commitment fee that varies based on 
the amount of students in band and the 
budget.  This is usually between $175.00-
$225.00, and is payable in 4 increments 
throughout the year.  There are MANY fund-
raising opportunities available, including a 
Scrip program, Family Arena, grants, etc.  We 
are a 501c3 organization so all donations are 
tax deductible.  If you work for a company 
that matches funds, please check with the 
booster officers for the appropriate paper-
work.
